All CalWORKs participants who have limited education and/or 
work experience, or those who may be uncertain about vocational 
goals, should seek the assistance of the Vocational and Career 
Counselor. Individuals who are challenged by a variety of personal 
and employment barriers such as: physical disabilities, learning 
difficulties or substance abuse.
